Post Installation Instructions

After installation of the MP3 player on Windows 98/ME/2000/XP the player requires an initial format to make sure it is correctly set:

· The MP3 player should be displayed as `Removable Disk` under My Computer, when found `RIGHT CLICK` on the MP3 and select format.

· A menu will appear, select format and a format box will then appear.

· Click start and the format will begin (do not select quick format).

· The MP3 is then ready to use.

· To transfer MP3 files to the MP3 player double click the removable disk icon in My Computer and then `drag and drop` the required files into the opened window.

Please note that this player may not play WMA files; please check the manual in regards to which files can be played.

Upgrade player

Generally MP3 player users worry about the risk of loss of confidential data, as they unwilling to let others discover their private data, so they have to delete those private files before lending the MP3 player to friends, which really cause a big problem.
From now on, our player’s file encryption function totally resolves this problem. 
User can use the accessory tools to divide USB disk in 2 parts by random scale, (you can find two disk icons on the computer screen, for Windows 2K version need to install SP4, otherwise only one disk icon can be observed, then the user need to enter SYS Set/Linking Mode to choose ‘Single ordinary disk’ or ‘Single encrypt disk’ to find the other disk icon, and encrypt one file to protect its content (also can choose without encrypting, divide as 2 disks), then no one can have access to the private files without password, such is for ‘Privacy Spaces’ fantastic function.

1. Linking the player with PC.
2. Run the accessory install driver ‘MP3 Player Disk Tool’.
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3. First You will see a format tool, then choose ‘Divide & Encrypt’ option to choose a suitable memory size for the encrypt disk, and choose ‘User Name & Password’  option to input User Name & Password, and reconfirm password by inputting password again. Then click ‘Start’ button to start dividing spaces.
